Apartment and House Hunter’s Checklist

Before you start looking for a place, get organized and decide: 1) how much you can afford to pay, 2) what your space and
living needs are, 3) how long you plan on staying, and 4) what sort of area you want to live in.

When you find a potential unit be sure that the answers to these questions are covered in or added to your rental
agreement. And don't leave without a copy of any amendments—it's worth a detour to the local copy center.

1. When is the unit available? If the move-in date is impractical for you, ask if it's negotiable so that you don't pay for
unoccupied time. Is the apartment currently occupied? Is the lease agreement month-to-month or year-to-year?

2.  How much are rent and deposit fees, and when is rent due? If mailed, does the rent need to be received or postmarked by the
due date?

3. Isthere a grace period after the monthly rental due date? When is your payment considered late, and is there a penalty charge
for late payment?

4. What are the terms for renewing the lease? Can you move into an apartment you like better if one becomes vacant? What are

the conditions if you have to move before the lease expires?

Are pets allowed?

Are any utilities included in your agreement?

Are you allowed to have roommates? What is the policy on subletting?

Can you paint the walls or make other decorating changes?

Will you be responsible for any property maintenance? Is there an office onsite, or a 24-hour phone number in case of an

emergency?

10. Is the unit a legal dwelling?

Application Screening Fee

A landlord can charge you an application screening fee to cover his/her out-of-pocket expenses for obtaining and
processing your application. The application fee cannot be more than the landlord's actual out-of-pocket costs, and
effective in 2018, can never be more than $49.12. The landlord must give you an itemized receipt showing his/her
expenses and must return any unused portion of the fee (for example, if the landlord did not check your references).

A Checklist of Things to Inspect
Here is a checklist of things you should look for when inspecting a rental property. All requirements mentioned are
contained in the California Civil Code. Please slow down and look carefully before you sign on the dotted line.

O Structure (floors, walls, ceiling, foundation) O Signs of insects, vermin, and rodents
O Plumbing O Wiring and electricity

O Bathroom Q Fire safety

O Kitchen O Trash and garbage receptacles

Q Hot water O General cleanliness of the area

Q Heat Q Locks

O Light and ventilation O Earthquake safety

Get all Promises in Writing

Whatever promises the landlord makes, you should be aware that it is very common for vague, oral agreements to lead to
misunderstanding, bitterness, and financial loss. The time to protect yourself is now. Get all promises in writing. Make
two copies, one for the landlord and one for your own file.

The Landlord-Tenant Checklist

Another good self-protection devise for both landlords and tenants involves taking an inventory of the condition of the
premises at the time you move in, and then again when you move out. This means no more than making a brief written
record of the condition of each room and having it signed by you and your landlord. Not only does the inventory give
both an accurate record of the condition of the unit, but the act of making it provides a framework for communication and
the resolution of potential disputes about security deposits when you move out. Contact the Housing Rights Center to
receive a sample checklist. It is also a good idea to take pictures of your unit when you move in and move out.

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u IMPORTANT UPDATE: California has new laws for tenants who can't pay all or part of their
rent because of COVID-19.

1. Give your landlord a signed Declaration of COVID-19 Related Financial Distress to protect
yourself from eviction for unpaid rent between March 1- August 31, 2020.
Visit www.norent.org to send this letter to your landlord automatically and for free.

2. Pay 25% of the rent between September 1, 2021 and January 31, 2021 to protect yourself
from eviction for the remaining 75%.

° Just-cause eviction protections are in place for all California tenants until February 1, 2021.

>>Tenants may only be evicted for a valid reason, such as criminal activity, serious threats to
health and safety, and certain lease violations.

° Some cities also ban no-fault evictions and have additional protections.

>> Check HRC's Guide to Tenant Protections to find your local law: www.bit.ly/HRCcovid19

° If you receive a written notice or an Unlawful Detainer, seek legal aid immediately.

>> Tenants MUST respond to eviction complaints (Unlawful Detainers) within 5 business days, or
risk losing their cases by default.

>>Tenants in Los Angeles County can get help at www.stayhousedla.org.

° It is unlawful to discriminate on the basis of race, national origin, or ethnicity.
>> COVID-19 doesn't recognize race, nationality, or ethnicity.

>> Discrimination is a public health issue. Social stigma undermines social cohesion and could
contribute to the spread of the virus.

What is Homelessness Prevention?

Homelessness Prevention provides individuals and families who are at imminent risk of homelessness with:
e Financial assistance and housing stabilization services necessary to maintain their current housing; OR
¢ Find new housing to avoid becoming homeless and entering the emergency shelter system.

Who is eligible for the Homelessness Prevention Program?
e Homelessness Prevention may be available to persons who are currently residing within Los Angeles County,
screened as having a high risk of becoming homeless AND meet at least one of the following criteria:
& Experiencing a financial crisis and at imminent risk of becoming homeless within 30 days.
# Have received written notice of intent to terminate tenancy from a landlord, property manager or lease holder.
# Have received an Unlawful Detainer (court eviction hearing notice or court-ordered eviction).
